and her volunteer work with local organizations, including the United
Methodist Church of Murphysboro, the American Legion Auxiliary, St. Joseph
Hospital Auxiliary, and Meals on Wheels. 

 

Peggy is survived by her children, Roberta McElmurry of Ft. Wayne, IN and
Louis Schuster, Jr. and Debbie Mathney of Springfield; grandchildren Sara
(Angel) McElmurry, Craig Schuster, Susan (Dan) Westrick, and Nicole (David)
